The content of the entire course covers topics from basic mathematics and 

develop them using practical and theoretical tools, building applications 

and making a strong support for Calculus classes.  

A student passing MATH1508 Precalculus course will be able to work 

with the concepts of functions (functions in general, exponential and 

logarithmic functions, polynomial and rational functions, trigonometric 

functions, etc), to solve a system of linear and non-linear equations and 

inequalities, to make basic operations with matrices, to apply mathematical 

induction method, to work with trigonometric functions and their 

properties, and to apply them in problems related to other branches of 

Science: Calculus, Algebra, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Pharmacy, 

Engineering,  Statistics, etc.
